Now, however, there's a new breed of animating software available for the 16-bit
machines, and a new world has opened up for the graphics enthusiast. Brian Larkman
looks at some of the latest techniques and packages.

Joined together in various ways, these basic

elements can form ‘primitive’ solids of vary-
ing complexity from three-sided pyramids to
cubes to multiple sided pseudo-spheres
These ‘primitive solids are the computers
building blocks. A ange of them - including
1ings, wedges and cones - & normally aval-
able to the object editor and usually con-
structed directly by the software from stored
logrithms defining them when requested.

Normally, the working view the comput-
er provides of the scene s constructed of lnes
- a ‘wire-frame' view. The solid model, with
all hidden lines removed, takes some time to
compute, 50 for nomal working the wire-
frame is sufficient. However, even the wire-
frame must be visualised in some way that
'makes editing and composition of the object
&asy and straightforwand.

The conventional approach - used by
designers and architects - is to provide four

Viewpoints o elevations: d front elevation,
‘an end elevation,  plan - facing, say, north,
east and down respectively - and an oriho-
graphic (Knight Lore) view that oan be var
ied to suit the circumstances fo show the
overall effect of the other three. Usually, this
fourth view s for observation only. This
approach is taken by both Cyber Studio and
SculptAnimate (though Cyber can provide
all four at once). The
